It will be in your best interest that
you take at least a week before
the start of the academic year to
look for the accommodation that
suits your requirements.

SECURITY DEPOSIT

Most  apartment  owners  will
charge a security deposit for the
duration of your stay.

BROKERAGE

If an agent is involved, your likely
cost of brokerage wil be a month
or one and a half month’s rent.




RENT AGREEMENT

The rent agreement wil be initiated by the landlord or
broker, and wil generaly include paying a small fee for
getting approv al and signature of a notary. Please carry
a residential proof and a photo ID like your passport or
adhar card, and passport size photographs as multiple
photocopies might be required.

POLICE VERIFICATION

This is now mandatory as per law and will require a quick
trip to the nearest police office with all your documents.
You will be accompanied by your landlord and broker.



CHECKLIST

1.

Ask and gquestion students from previous batches
or current batches of Law and Liberal Arts before
you begin house hunting. They might be
graduating. This will mean fewer headaches.

. Put posters up on college bulletin boards for

potential roommates and flatmates.

. Carry all necessary documents and their multiple

photocopies when you come to Pune like
passport, aadhar card, driving license, passport
size photographs.

. Give yourself at least a week to search for

houses, getting your basic amenities, and settling
in.

. Please carry at least two pairs of formal wear with

you, as a lot of seminars and conferences have to
be attended. This also means no flip- flops on
campus.

. Pune gets chilly during monsoons and winter,

carry few light winter wear too.

. Calculate all the costs before making a final

decision.
